Did you know that we have maynlocal walking trails in or arounthe Fayettearea? The Kennebec
Land Trust offers many beautiful, scenic trails great for any age or level hiker to explore.

Mount Pisgah Conservation Area

When hking the Mt. Pisgah trails, you are walking on 40llion-yearold rocks that were once
sediment at the bottom of the ancestral Atlantic Ocean! This®de property is owned by the Town
of Winthrop and protected by the Kennebec Land Trust. At the tdpefrail is the welknown Fire
Tower. Initially this fire tower was constructed in 1949 and was used as a forest fire lookout.
(Please use caution when climbing the tower)

Enjoy scenic views, wildlife, and blueberries if the season permits. Thigd{lerty is open to the
public for hiking, nature observation, cressuntry skiing, and snowshoeing.
Directions: From Route 133 in Wayne turn south onto Fairbanks Rd for 1.1 miles. At the end of
Fairbanks Rd turn left onto the Mt. Pisgah Rd. Trawath for 1.7 miles on the Mt. Pisgah rd. The
small parking lot will be on the left.

GreetingsAll:. Thereds a freight train | oaded to thmeybhked t an
and it is called the Marijuana Legalization Act. This act will have a profound and significant impact
on all Mainers after the February 2018 statewide moratorium expires.

Presently up until November, Maine is characterized as a medical marij uana state. 29 states
have approved medical marijuana use. 8 states have approved recreational marijuana use. Despite
this reality marijuana remains a Schedule 1 controlled substance under the Federal U.S. Controlled
Substances Act. Therefore, the producti on, processing and retail sale of marijuana is still illegal and
a federal felony even in states like Maine where it has been approved for medical use.

That aside, in the 8 states where retail/commercial operations have taken place, the medical
operation s have been consumed and all but eliminated. In Maine, there are over 3,200 state
registered care givers that will likely lose as a result of the introduction of retail and commercial
marijuana businesses. The vast majority of Mai aregivers araatd-homa-I| ma r
occupations. These are Mainers providing a service for other Mainers. Small caregiver businesses
and those who have built trusting relationships with these caregivers for reasons of health and
quality of life  will suffer by large -scale operations coming into the state. In Fayette, there are
approximately 20 registered caregivers. We know this based on information voluntarily shared by
caregivers whereas names and addresses of all state registered caregiver information is
confidential.

Marijuana is big business and there is a lot of money at stake for outside
investors. Recreational marijuana markets have transformed the faces and future of many cities
and towns in ways the community did not anticipate. The Maine medical marijuanac  ommunity  will
be dramatically impacted as a result of this act like the other states. For this and other reasons the
Town will Iikely pursue to become a 0dryd town in or
community. The seduction of the financi  al benefits from recreational retail sales is not attractive
enough for us when you compare all of the secondary negative impacts associated with allowing it
here. This will lead us to consider proposing a prohibition ordinance that will prohibit all reta il and
commercial marijuana activities.

Over the years, efforts have been made to improve the medical marijuana program to ensure
safe access to marijuana for medical use through a regulated program. Maine was one of the first of
5 states to pass alaw t o allow for medical marijuana and has experienced numerous growing pains.

Other states echo this pain and caution for a slow entry into this new territory of recreational use.

Below is an outline of other points to consider regarding the medical communit y and impact
of the legalization act. = The summary is the result of my consultation with both policy analysts and
caregivers. The nation is watching us. What we do as a Town and as State in the next several
months has national significance.

Across the nation, medical marijuana programs are being dissolved or absorbed in states
with recreation/adult use markets, largely due administrative burden of overseeing 2 programs with
different standards and regulations.

1 Any person who desires to be a caregiver on  ly now entering the market and existing
caregivers, many who have employees, will lose opportunity to operate and assist patients.
As passed in the initiative, there is little room for Mainers to get a foot in this retail game,
especially if they haven'tb een in operation for several years already serving the needs and
interests of qualifying patients. And even still, size does matter and small growing will not
be able to compete with operations that we could see be up to 800,000 square feet
Patients will | ose preferred access points
Additional money needed for positions, including positions at the state and local level, within
licensing entities, municipalities and sections of law enforcement, to develop infrastructure
and to regulate Adult Use operations w ill be realized at the local level

=a =
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1 Adult Use market will have some instability, much like many of our State's seasonal
tourist -based businesses, and the demand for regulators and employment
within marijuana related businesses and the market of provi  ders will fluctuate depending

on season and location. Short term benefits for a long -term problem
Over 3200 Maine caregivers are registered to assist qualifying patients, this does not account
for the number of caregivers who are lawfully assisting family or household members and  not

required to register. Caregiver information, like patient info, is, by law, confidential.

1 Caregiver names have been submitted to Maine Revenue to ensure payment of
applicable taxes. Anill -formed process made it difficult for Mai ne Revenue to
caregiver names with tax records, resulting in incorrect assumption that caregivers are
not paying taxes. In actuality, there may be a humber who are not, (a guestimate is
around 20 -30%), but this number is far less than what may be assumed by those who
are not aware of the details and probably not too far off the general public. The
Department, after being made aware of the disconnect, has revised the caregiver
application to capture Soc. Sec. number or tax ID in order to provide the most
appropriate and accurate info to Maine Rev.

o One consulting service has assisted more than 200 caregiver with setting up a business,
including sales tax. Estimating an income of $40,000, this small subgroup of 200
caregivers (representing lessth  an 10% of all caregivers) possibly generated revenue
equal to around $44,000 in sales tax.

o Caregivers have petitioned to employ more than one employee, contributing into
wor kerds comp etc., but have been denied bgsin
more employment opportunity. The number of caregiver employees (about 160) is close
to the number of Mainers employed by dispensaries.

o Caregivers (and dispensaries) may lawfully dispose of marijuana in excess of limits, they
may sell or donate to quali  fying patients, avoiding diversion to the black market.

Many caregivers do not cultivate, but do assist family and household members who are
homebound or otherwise are unable to obtain the medicine from a dispensary directly. A parent, for
example is r equired to be a caregiver for their child who is a patient, but typically does not cultivate.
o Patients, caregivers, and dispensaries can cultivate up to 6 mature plants and possess
not more than 8 pounds of unprocessed product per patient. A caregiver is | imited to no
more than allowance for 5 patients and a dispensary may an unlimited number of
patients who designate the dispensary.

There are more than 40,000 patients, including minors, who have been provided written
certifications from their medical providers to address specific conditions allowable by law.

o Eight dispensaries are licensed by DHHS, one in each Public Health District, with no
change first license in 2010. The Department does have the authority to license
additional dispensaries; howeve r there have been no steps taken to develop process to
assess need, accept applications or issue additional dispensary certifications, also no
action to o0cap6é the number of caregivers. The
ocottage i ndus tssgne overf40,a0@patents statewide.

0 The new Adult Use law permits any adult to cultivate up to 6 mature plants on their
property, may possess their entire yield at their residence and furnish without
remuneration, up to 2 % ounces to any adult

o There is no limit to number of adults cultivating at one location.

Currently, caregivers and dispensary who make tincture and other consumable goods are required to
be licensed by Dept. of Agriculture and are subject to the labeling requirements within the Maine
Food Code
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develop and implement lab testing that includes potency and packaging/labeling requirements

1 Program participants have been made to wade through much of the gray area of the law

without support, direction of the Department. The medical program has been overseen by a part
time manager for the past few years, only recently has this position been full -time and has been
vacant for about 9 months. Two field staff positions were granted in Summer 2015 to begin

investigating complaints  of non -compliance.

1 In the Adult Use initiative, application fees for retail licenses is set by the state licensing
authority, of which 50% shall be provided to the municipality in which the establishment or club is
to be located. The fees have yet to be established

1 The initiative for Retail marijuana outlined cultivation space allowance limited to 800,000

square feet (about 13 football fields), unless the state licensing authority determines greater size is
needed.

Starling Hall News

Building move slated for this summer. As has been said before, Friends of Starling Hall expects to
move the building back on its lot by 60 feet. The reasons for the move are entirely related to safety. The

building now sits 7ft from the road edge. The move will pr otect people entering the front door. And, protect
the building from road debris, salt and plowed ice and snow. However, nothing is ever easy, right? Several
tasks must be accomplished before the building can be moved. The check list below outlines some of them,

but more, no doubt will show up as we get closer.

We believe we currently have funding for the basic move, the upcoming estimates will tell for sure.
