Four parcels of land in Fayette, Maine -- The two parcels comprising the Graf ownership are documented on Map R-3 as Lot 25 (approximately 90 acres) and Lot 29 (approximately 164.5 acres). Two of the parcels are owned by Leda W. Sturtevant. They are documented on Map R-7 as Lot 59A (approximately 54 acres) and Map R-3 Lot 6-2 (approximately 12.5 acres). *

The easement includes a parcel west of the road consisting of 16.5 acres. Another six acres of open pasture east of Baldwin Hill Road are located between the historic Fayette Baptist Church and the Sturtevant Family Homestead.
Meadow Brook Farm (Graf ownership)) and Sturtevant Meadow Brook Conservation Easement Property Description Summary 
The Graf property consists of two parcels of land totaling approximately 240 +/- acres located on the north side of Bamford Hill Road in Fayette, Kennebec County, Maine. The project area consists of open agricultural land on the western border bounded by a variety of forest types, wetlands and existing woods roads. Currently, horses, cows and sheep are grazing within the Graf farmstead areas which are maintained for that purpose. The west side of the farmstead area along Knox Hill Road is developed with electric fencing and bound by stone walls. A small house lot is also located adjacent to the farmstead area along Knox Hill Road. The northern and eastern portions of the remaining Graf and Sturtevant parcels are undeveloped forest land with both early successional and established forest stands present. . 

The two Graf parcels are located on the north side of Bamford Hill Road. Graf Parcel 1 consists of approximately 164.5 acres and is rectangular in shape, and is bound by Bamford Hill Road on the south, the Knox Hill Road on the west, existing stone walls on the north and eastern boundary with Graf Parcel 2. The boundaries are well established with new ½" rebar with orange flagging in most locations.
 Parcel 1 contains the 5-10 acre farmstead area. Parcel 2 abuts Parcel 1 and consists of approximately 90 acres, and is also on the northerly side Bamford Hill Road. The eastern boundary shares frontage with Sturtevant and has approximately 820 feet of frontage on the discontinued Asa Hutchins Road (also known at the Ellis Road). 
Sturtevant Parcel 1 is located inland from the Bamford Hill Road and consists of approximately 12.5 acres. The boundary on the southerly side of the parcel is approximately 280 feet inland from the northern edge of the Bamford Hill Road. Sturtevant Parcel 2 consists of 54 forested acres and is bound on the west by Meadow Brook, on the east by existing stone walls in the woods, and finally on the north by a marked boundary. 

 

Roads and Recreational Trails 

Within parcel boundaries there are several woods roads and one existing snow-sled trail. The woods road closer to the eastern boundary and near the un-named stream continues upslope from the Bamford Hill Road skirting the existing palustrine forested wetland  and continues to the northern boundary. Road width is generally in the 10-12’ range with several culvert crossings.
The property has varied topography with elevations ranging from 560 ft on the highest ridge near the northern boundary line to 370 ft adjacent to Meadow Brook along Bamford Hill Road. In some locations) significant rock outcrops are present which provide unique habitat features for a variety of flora and fauna. 
KLT will be developing additional hiking trails that connect the Graf and Sturtevant parcels.
